REQUIREMENTS:  
1. Required days for Advanced Ballet are M/Tu/Th/Sat.    
Wed and Fri classes are optional but highly recommended.  
2. Advanced Modern and Advanced Jazz students are 
required to take at least one ballet class. 
3. Attendance must be limited to 3 absences a semester in 
order to remain in an Advanced class and to perform in the 
recital dance or one of our dance companies. 
4. All Adv Ballet and Jazz students, LBT, LBT2 are required 
to take a minimum of 3 weeks of our 5-week BC Summer 
Workshop, or an approved out-of-town Intensive. IDC – See 
summer requirements in your contract.     
Note: Keep in mind that to be successful in an Advanced 
Ballet Program, 5 to 6 days a week of training is the universal 
standard. It is important to study other styles of dance to 
achieve the versatility necessary for a career in dance these 
days. Training in classical ballet is vital to your success, even 
for those who are more interested in jazz, contemporary or 
other genres. Dancers are also encouraged to stretch, 
condition and cross-train to avoid injury.  
 

LBT and LBT 2 minimum requirements: 
Four ballet classes each week; 1 contemporary/modern class; 
and 1 Jazz class. Pre Pro does fulfill the ballet requirement, 
but pointe/pre-pointe classes do not. Tap and other dance 
forms are not required but highly recommended for 
musicality, coordination and versatility.  
 

IDC minimum requirements:
